Public Comments:
Manuel Alexander – live in the Township Development.  He stated that he doesn’t use the pocket park (Limonite Meadows) in their development. Because the pocket park does not have the services that they need.  He uses the parks in Eastvale, Orchard, Harada, and Huber Park for their services.  He stated that some of the parks in their area for example, Sky Country is dilapidated, his kids don’t like it so they go to a better park.  He also mentioned that when Supervisor Tavaglione refers to Eastvale he always talks about to Wineville Street.  As far as he knows they were going to be part of Eastvale.
Ann Hughes – stated concerns regarding the petition that is written and question the legitimacy and including the Jurupa Area Recreation and Park District as part of the petition.  She is concerned that the signature that they will have signed. You have to live in the area of the proposed area, but it will allow people that do not live in the park district to sign the petition stating that they would like to detach from us.   Suggested that there be a split petitions.  Asked that the board draw up its own petition and propose it to sign where the board agrees or is opposed to the detachment.
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Craig Maxwell – He stated that most people in Jurupa and Eastvale think the boundary really should be Hamner. Eastvale people think otherwise mostly because they want the tax base.  It is probably going to happen, they are very political orientated they are doing all kinds of things.  We in Jurupa, if we have other thoughts we need to be active get in the game now, if we wait too long all of a sudden they are going to go out to Wineville and have that in their city.  It is very obvious that everything west of Hamner should be Eastvale. We need to get involved early. Encourage the District do what they can to get in the game early don’t wait until it’s too late after they have done all their studies and you can’t change things.
Laura Roughton – Stated that she is one of those people that ask a lot of questions.  She provided the board with a list of five questions, which she read to the board.  Ms. Roughton also stated that she thinks the questions can get people thinking, tossing around ideas and maybe looking at things a little bit differently.
