DISCUSSION:

The District has been contacted by Mr. Erick Dobranski of 4141 Skateboards requesting the use
of The Jurupa Skate Park to host a summer skate camp. 4141 Skateboards is a Northern Californa
based skateboard company. Mr. Dobranski is based out of Rancho Cucamonga.

Mr. Dobranski has provided a letter requesting the use of the Jurupa Skate Park and an outline of the
Camp Regimen. Staff performed some additional research regarding 4141 Skateboards. After
visiting 4141 Skateboards website, Staff has some concerns as to following and enforcement of the
District’s safetyrules and regulations. Images on the website depict participants without safety gear.

Staff'has spoken to Robert Miller, Risk Manager, of California Association for Park and Recreation
Indemnity (CAPRI) in regards to this proposal. Mr. Miller felt it would be more appropriate for the
District to allow the skateboard company to rent the skate park and provide the District with proof
of insurance naming the Park District as additionally insured rather than conducting the camp as a
contract class. The rental fees could be based on a 70/30 split with the District receiving 30% of
registration fees. It would be understood that 4141 Skateboards personnel would be responsible for
adhering to the skate parks rules and regulations during their use.

More information also needs to be presented inregards to the non-skateboarding activities mentioned
in the Camp Regimen provided.
