PUBLIC COMMENTS (Note: Items from the Public not listed on the Posted Agenda)



Sam Byer, Jurupa Girls Softball – asked Mr. Rodriguez, if he had a chance to go over the schedule that she had submitted at the Monday night meeting.  She also asked about the Monday meeting, because she was under the impression that it was supposed to be a negotiation meeting between Jurupa Pony and Jurupa Girls Softball.  Meeting was originally set up for Thursday but was informed by Mr. Fierro that the meeting had gotten pushed back to Monday and that meeting would be with parks and recreation.  When she attended the meeting Monday she was surprised that Ms. Guzman was there and stated that Ms. Guzman discredited their organization basically saying that they didn’t have their ducks in the row.  It was also mentioned by Ms. Guzman that the Jurupa Girls Softball didn’t have their 501(c) 3 completed.  Sam clarified the note regarding using Jurupa Pony tax identification number.  Stated she wanted the Board to know how she was approached at the so called compromised meeting.  She also mentioned that Mr. Rodriguez said that Jurupa National 
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Little League numbers were quite low and that Mr. Fierro had said that Jurupa Pony would take on the kids at whatever fee they pay and any equipment.  Sam wanted to know why Mr. Fierro was interested in the equipment and not on the fields.  Sam also asked if the Vernola Park Grand Opening on March 20th was going to disallow Celtic Soccer from using Vernola three consecutive weekends in March. She also wanted to know if any of the current Board Members had attended a pony baseball meeting, a couple of years ago, and asked pony if they would like to consider using Vernola Park once it was finished.  Sam heard a former vice president of pony baseball that they recalled someone from JARPD attending the pony meeting and approached them about Vernola and that pony had said no thank you. She was wondering why the Jurupa Girls was not contacted.


Stephen Anderson – asked Sam Byer how long her organization had been around?


Sam Byer – state that Jurupa Girls Softball has been around for ten years.


Brian Patton, Division Director - stated he joined the Jurupa Girls Softball last year.  He mentioned that he attended the field allocation meeting was shocked of how agenda changed quickly. One of his philosophical problems is with the Celtic Soccer.  Looking from community stand point, to allow Celtic Soccer that is an outside organization, travel soccer, during their off season to be given allocated of fields over them, when it is baseball and softball’s prime season, seems contradictory to the community and a conflict of interest.  He also stated that Mr. Anderson’s son had played for Celtics from what he had heard and that Celtics were told they were going to get priority during softball’s beginning spring season.  Also there was talk about a donation of a golf cart by the same organization.  Mr. Patton asked how the community it supposed to see this.

Robert M. Hernandez – stated that he had been contacted by Hank from Celtics who he has known for many years. Hank had asked about Vernola and holding a tournament on the first and middle part of the year.  Mr. Hernandez stated that he agreed and said it was something we could look at.  He also stated as far as anybody having the right to use it, they have the right to use it.  For the District to exclude them is a violation of the law.

Brian Patton – asked the Board if there was a policy in place about community organizations and percentages getting priority over other outside organizations?


Robert M. Hernandez – stated that it is a part of the fee structure, sixty (60) percent community in a certain area.  The Celtics are from another area.

Brian Patton – said from an allocation stand point, he didn’t know how it worked.  
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Robert M. Hernandez – stated that during the allocations District tries to be as fair as possible, we have to ensure that everyone is given the opportunity to utilize the fields and is sure that this is something that could be worked out.


Brian Patton – also stated that he had received a call from someone that was at Vernola Park and was told that something was said that he felt was inappropriate.  The person taking the pictures at Vernola for Jurupa Softball was approached by Mr. Anderson.  Mr. Anderson had asked him who he was with and made an appropriate statement, which made them believe that had an enemy at the park district.  

Stephen Anderson – Mr. Anderson asked Mr. Patton, if he believed that he had taken the park from Jurupa Girls Softball?  Also asked Mr. Patton if he knew that someone had written that statement in the local newspaper?  Mr. Anderson stated there are a lot of things being said about him that are not correct, he was simply seeking a scheduling – allocation written policy. He also stated that not everything you hear or read is correct about what occurs.  The second thing is he didn’t know that the committee meeting had been changed.  Mr. Anderson also asked Mr. Patton if he believed that he had anything to do with scheduling the Celtics.


Brian Patton - stated he didn’t know the answer, but knows that the meeting he attended Mr. Anderson had made the statement that his son had played for the Celtics.  That is all he knew.

Stephen Anderson – asked Mr. Patton but you mentioned scheduling and the next thing you knew was that the Celtics were scheduled in?

Brian Patton – Yes, the next thing they were schedule in, correct. 

Stephen Anderson – stated that he wanted to make it clear for Mr. Patton and continued to say that he had nothing to do with scheduling.  Scheduling has gone back and forth but he had nothing to do with it and hopes the record shows it.  Mr. Anderson said that he hopes they are fair.
