PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Henry Garcia, Vice President of Jurupa American Little League/President of the new Jurupa Pop Warner Football – made comments that he has notice that when there are new parks everybody is fighting over the new parks, stated that Avalon Park is available to the leagues. Vernola Park was designated for girls’ softball and now there is a power struggle on that park.  Also mentioned that when their parks were being remodeled they relocated to Clay Park and shared the fields with Jurupa National Little League at Memorial Park.  Jurupa Pop Warner is also interested in using Vernola Park.

Martin Dayton, Representing Jurupa Pony, commented that they recently requested an application to play at Vernola Park and other parks for practice fields.  Stated that he was here to support his league and that it is his understanding that there is some turmoil going on and it needs to be resolved.  Feels that everyone in the community should be able to play at all the parks regardless of who they are and is should be considered on the numbers that they have on their roosters.


Board Member Stephen Anderson asked if they would consider playing their games 
at other parks, like Memorial fields.

Mr. Dayton said that is something they would like to discuss with the District, but it is something John Fierro could discuss, he said he could not comment.



Board Member Stephen Anderson also asked, if he knew that there might be people 
ahead of them?


Mr. Dayton they are absolutely aware of that and said that every year they have been approached to use the District fields and they do have the numbers that show to use the parks in the community.  Mr. Dayton also stated that they would like to give back to the community by using the parks and paying the fees.  Would like to have the allocation that they deserve, to be able to play.
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Monica Guzman, Treasurer for Jurupa Pony Baseball.  Addressed the Board and stated they had received their allocation for fields at Vernola.  They don’t feel that it was allocated as explained to her by the General Manager at the last board meeting.  The General Manager, explained to her how the allocation of the fields and that for the past ten years the District has done the allocation based on the kids listed on the roosters.  She said she did not understand how their league was given only one field to accommodate forty teams, She understands that the other users that are requesting the fields don’t have as many children on their organization like they do, yet they were give more use of the fields.  She also stated that she understands the Title 9. Asked how one organization can get more priority over another?


Member Stephen Anderson asked Ms. Guzman, what field they were currently 
playing on.

Monica Guzman stated that they have been playing at Field of Dreams they want to have practice at Vernola Park.  We have placed applications, but we have been always told we can’t have Knowles Park because of Little League, we can’t have Agate because of softball and Memorial is Jurupa National Little League so they have to pay high prices to play and practice at the Field of Dreams.  Geographically is doesn’t make sense for them to use Memorial.  Vernola Park would be the best location for their games.



Member Stephen Anderson stated that they may want to consider another field you 
could look at, because Staff is in a very difficult situation on scheduling because with 
the opening of Vernola there is a whole group of people coming in requesting the 
fields.

Hale Labore resident has lived in the community for ten years with his family.  Here also to talk about Vernola Park.  Has been part of pony league.  Stated that he is proud that Parks and Recreation can provide to the entire community and acknowledge the fact that with the fields there is a process.  Mr. Labore stated that his organization wants to make sure it’s a fair process for all organizations.  If there are other fields available, President of league would be happy to talk to the District.  Other parks would be considered for practices. 

John Fierro, President of Jurupa Pony Baseball – stated that his Board has done a pretty good job covering all the issues.  Mr. Fierro thanked the Board for use of the fields, they really appreciate that and continued to say that based on the conversation they had last time there was a protocol that was supposed to be followed.  Would like to know if they could be allocated a little bit more and asked if the Board could reconsider and see if that could be looked at to see if protocol was followed to possibly share a little more of Vernola Park. 
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Mr. Fierro said they are just looking to see if they can get a fair allocation of fields.

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PUBLIC COMMENTS

Doug Herbert – resident that has live in the community for 53 years, played at 
Knowles Park.  Stated there are a lot of fields that are locked up by the school district. 
There are lot of fields available but not doing a thing about it and everyone is fighting 
on one field.   

Sheryl Schmidt stated that she is not here as a community member, she is here as a 
previous member of this board to remind the board of a few things.  She stated that 
their duty as a board is to make sure that policy is adhere to and to make policy not 
micro manage.  She thinks the Board aren’t hearing that.  Also reminded the board 
that the name of our recreation and park district is the ‘Jurupa Area Recreation and 
Park District,’ not whoever wants to come in from wherever.  Mrs. Schmidt stated 
that there is a policy in place with a tier system.  There is a tier system so that those 
organizations that have 51% membership within the area codes are given first priority 
and get charged a lesser rate.  There is a tier system and don’t change for these groups 
in the middle of the year.  In October there is a user group meeting.  January 1st starts 
the new year.  Don’t pull the rug from under people.  Suggested that if there are 
changes make them and next October explain the changes and start January 1, 2011.


President Robert M. Hernandez asked Mrs. Schmidt, why the fields are not 

being opened to the public at the school?

Sheryl Schmidt – The fields at the schools can be opened, there is a requisition policy 
that needs to be followed.  Stated she is President of the School District. The fields 
can be requested by anybody.  Some of the fields are being used by soccer.  There are 
certain guidelines that need to be followed in order to use them.  The way budgets are 
now the School District could use the money just as much as the Park District.  


Member Stephen Anderson said he was interested in the pricing for the school 

district fields and asked Mrs. Schmidt what the cost is per field?



Comments from the audience stated that the prices the school district is 


proposing to charge is $15 an hour for the first four hours and $8 an hour 

after that.  A statement was also made that tax dollars pay for these fields.

Sheryl Schmidt – said if the Park District charged the community group what it 
actually takes to maintain the fields, nobody could afford them.  The tax dollars pays 
for it but for the Park District the residents $15 a year that is all, not $15 a month for 
the maintenance of 90 acres.  
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Sam Byer, President of Jurupa Girls Softball stated their may concern was item 5.3.  
She reminded the Board of everything that went into motion when the resolution was 
adopted.  Ms. Byer read her comments and questions to the Board on at the December 
10, 2009 meeting prior to the resolution being adopted.  She also stated that after the 
resolution was adopted they broke their commitment with Big League of Dreams. She 

also stated that they had provided a two page letter of items they were willing to 
fund for the fields, snack bar as well as a storage container to maintain the fields and 
how they secured a contract with Pepsi Bottle Company and purchased a 
wireless 
security system for the snack bar, distributed 22,000 flyers, bought raffle 
tickets, 
ask permission to display their banner at the Jurupa Community Center.  She did all 
that because the resolution that got approved.  She also received her permit for use 
of the fields.  Appreciates everything they can get.  She also understands that the 
Celtics have three weekends in March, she understood soccer had only one weekend 
in March?  Sam said she knows baseball has valid reasons for wanting the fields so 
does any other organization but this was all public knowledge for everybody.  Asked 
the Board to back her up what they voted and hopes that the Board chooses not to 
rescind their home field status.
